Ahead of the auditions, dancers should 
download and complete the supporting 
information template from the SQUAD! page of 
our website 
 
On audition day, dancers should arrive at their 
allocated time, in CDC Dance uniform, with hair 
in plaits/buns. They must bring a printed copy of 
their supporting information, with a head & 
shoulders photo attached to the front & pay the 
£10 audition fee when parent signs the dancer in 
 
At the audition each dancer will perform their 
individual routine, prepared beforehand. This 
should be a minimum of 30 seconds and 
maximum of 1.5 minutes 
  
Dancers select their own music, sending it to 
claire@cdcdance.co.uk via www.wetransfer.com 
or play from Spotify or another app/device 
brought with them 
 
The final element of the Junior, Intermediate & 
Senior auditions will be being taught some 
choreography as a group, to a track from Grease,
